Learning objectives
●	 To show interest in and play with sounds
●	 To listen attentively, concentrate and respond 

to the sounds heard.

Preparation
●	 Have the children sitting together, ready to 

listen and concentrate.

What to do
●	 Tell the children that you are going to play a 

game together called ‘I hear this’.
●	 Explain the game – you and the children 

take it in turns to make a sound, and the 
other children have to guess what it is.

●	 Give an example to start – ‘I hear this… 
moo, mooo, mooooo. What can I hear?’

●	 When the children have guessed it is a cow, 
invite them to take turns to think of more 
sounds, and make them for others to guess.
