Apostrophes can also tell you to

whom or what something belongs,
these are known as apostrophes
of possession.

They can show singular
possession: the dog’s collar. Or
they can show plural possession:
the dogs’ collars.

Plural words: Some nouns, like the word ‘people’ are already plural. When adding an
apostrophe, put the apostrophe after the noun and then add an s like you would for singular
possession. For example: the people’s cars.
