Then see if you can produce the sound before clicking on it to check.
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Slide 3: Sound out the phonemes in sequence and pronounce the
whole word

Whenever one of the sounds from Slide 1 occurs, the actor will perform the
appropriate action. Practise the sounds, actions and whole words along
with the French native speaker.

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Slide 4: Associate the letters with each sound

On Slide 4, you will see the
graphemes for each sound to

the right of each image. Say the
sound and perform the action
before clicking on the image to
check your pronunciation. For
phonemes where there is more
than one possible grapheme, the
graphemes used in the colour
words are highlighted. Finally, start
